Overcast and very light winds at Frostbites  

On Sunday five Norfolk Dinghies ventured out onto the Yare in very calm conditions 

and Race Officer Geoff Evans delayed the start until a light breeze ruffled the sails.  

In the first race a downstream course into 

the incoming tide was set with just two 

buoys for a short course.  David Mackley 

sailing B6 “Lucifer beyond repair” crewed by 

Olivia Archer led from the start to finish the 

two laps in 38 minutes. Paul Armitage in 

B60 “Jane” crewed by Karen Armitage 

followed in second place for a time but 

eventually lost out to Sam Archer in B28 

“Mayfly” crewed by Sam Woodcock. On 

handicap Archer took the first place, 

Mackley second and Armitage third.  

In the second race with a bit more wind 

three laps were set for the four boats 

competing and this time Danny Tyrrell 

sailing B53 “Twinkle” crewed by Bruce 

Thompson set off in the lead rounding the 

downstream mark in first place. Olivia  

Archer now helming Lucifer soon overtook 

Tyrrell and later Armstrong also passed 

Tyrrell but later Tyrrell regained his second position and the boats finished in that 

order.  On handicap Archer saved her first place, Armitage came second and Tyrrell
