
Variable, unpredictable winds on Second Sunday in 2026 for Frostbites  

Only three Norfolk Dinghies launched on Sunday on a day originally planned for a Team Match with Wells 

Sailing Club but postponed due to the weather forecast.    

Christine Savage as Race Officer assisted by Tony Day set  downstream courses of four laps for the first 

race and three for the second.  In the first race David Mackley sailing B6 “Lucifer beyond repair” crewed 

by Alex Savage rounded the lower, port hand mark first but closely followed by Danny Tyrrell in B53 

“Twinkle” crewed by Bruce Thompson.  Tyrrell took the lead for the first lap but then Mackley retook the 

lead and went on to win after 46 minutes.  Tyrrell was 19 seconds later in second and in third was Paul 

Armitage sailing B60 “Jane” and crewed by Karen Armitage. On handicap all changed as Tyrrell came first, 

Armitage second and Mackley third.  

In the second race Mackley led from the start but was gradually reeled in by Tyrrell who went on to win 

the three lap race in 38 minutes, a full three minutes ahead of Mackley.  Armitage was again third.  On 

handicap Tyrrell took a second win with Armitage second and Mackley third.  

Next Sunday, weather permitting once again, will be the rescheduled first leg of the annual team match 

with Wells Sailing Club.
