On handicap Mackley saved his time but in 

second place it was Paul Armitage in B60 “Jane” crewed by Karen Armitage and Tyrrell was 

again third.

“Kelpie” with his sister Olivia Archer helming Lucifer.  Sam was first followed five seconds 

later by Olivia with Tyrrell six seconds after.  Close! On handicap Olivia took first position, 

second again was Armitage and Tyrrell again third. 

Earlier on New Years Day Sam Woodcock in “Kelpie” crewed by Sam Archer won both the 

Ralph Moore Trophy and the 2000 Shield.
