
Light winds at Frostbites and Arthur Mann Trophy race postponed

short postponement, Race Officers Ray Johnson and Wendy Bush set a three lap 
downstream start into the very light south-easterly wind. The scheduled Arthur Mann race 
was postponed until another day.  
  

Competitors were keen to start racing, so much so that Sam Woodcock & Sam Archer in B20 
“Kelpie” and Paul and Karen Armitage in B60 “Jane”, no doubt aided by the tide, were both 
over the line for the start and had to return. Sam soon recovered and was first after the first 
round, which he held to the end of the two lap shortened race.  David Mackley and Olivia 
Archer in B6 “Lucifer beyond repair” were second and Danny Tyrrell and Shirley Hagger in 
B53 “Twinkle” were third. On handicap the positions were unchanged.  
  

The second race saw Phil and Jean Board in B49 “Pixie” lead from the start but boats 
bunched up at the lower mark as the ebb tide took hold. Sam Archer now helming “Kelpie” 
took advantage to take the lead for a short time. Fighting the tide to the top mark was the 
game and by keeping their boat moving, the Armitages popped out into the lead from the 
top mark.  However, Tyrrell got a good shift and held his lead to the finish of the race which 
was shortened to just one lap. The Armitages were second and in third place came Bernie 
Woodcock in B61 “Echo” crewed by Pip Norton. On handicap Olivia Archer now helming
