
A breezy day for Frostbites on St David’s Day  

  

With two regular helms and crews volunteering for box and 
safety boat duties there were just three Norfolk dinghies 
launched on Sunday.    
  

In the first race commenced from “C” start line into the cold 
easterly breeze all three started well but over the four lap course 
Danny Tyrrell in B53 Twinkle crewed by Nigel Gutteridge lead but 
was threatened all the way by Stephen Ellingham sailing solo in 
B30 Willa. With the laps shortened to three, after 39 minutes 
Tyrrell came in first just two minutes ahead of Ellingham.  Bernie 
Woodcock in B61 Echo crewed by Pip Norton brought up the 
rear.  On handicap the positions remained the same.  
  

In the second race which went the full four laps, again Tyrrell 
took and maintained the lead but this time threatened by 
Woodcock who finished just half a minute behind after 41 
minutes of sailing.  It was Ellingham’s turn to bring up the rear no 
doubt at a bit of a disadvantage due to sailing solo in an 
increasing wind.  On handicap the positions remained 
unchanged.
