
Calm conditions at Frostbites on Sunday  

A very gentle easterly breeze greeted Frostbite sailors on Sunday.  Nevertheless the pleasant conditions 

with plenty of water looked inviting and six Norfolk Dinghies took to the water under supervision by Abigail 

Stephenson as Race Officer and Steven Ford as timekeeper.  

  

In the first race just two buoys marked the course, one upstream and one downstream, and  

4 laps were set starting downstream into the gentle easterly. David Mackley sailing B6 “Lucifer beyond 

repair” crewed by Alex Savage led from the start followed by Danny Tyrrell in B53 “Twinkle” crewed by 

Shirley Hagger.  These two boats had a very close race which was shortened to 3 laps.  Mackley took the 

win beating Tyrrell by 8 seconds.  In third place came Sam Woodcock in B20 “Kelpie” crewed by Sam Archer.  

On handicap Tyrrell took the win, in second place came Wendy Bush sailing B54 “Coot” and crewed by 

Christine Savage. Mackley was third.  

  

The second race was to have been a second attempt at running the Power Station Race for the Breydon 

Challenge Cup but due to the light winds it was wisely decided to postpone again. So a similar race to the 

first around the cans, this time 3 laps set at the outset.  This time Sam Archer now helming “Kelpie” made a 

convincing start and raced away winning by some margin.  Second was Stephen Ellinham sailing solo in B30
