
Archer retains the Arthur Mann Trophy  

At Frostbites, with Mike Lees in charge, the first class race was set with a simple up 

and down course in light wind conditions.  

Sam Woodcock sailing B20 “Kelpie” crewed by Sam Archer had the best start at the 

clubhouse end of the line, on port but at speed to clear the rest of the fleet. Danny 

Tyrrell sailing B53 “Twinkle” crewed by Christine Savage and Steven Ellingham 

sailing B30 “Willa” single handed ahead of the following bunch.  

After half a lap Woodcock had drawn away with Wendy Bush sailing B54 “Coot” 

crewed by Abi Stevenson joining the following group. The beat starting the second 

lap saw multiple changes.  Ellingham, who had caught Woodcock at one point, 

slipped back to 4th and David Mackley sailing B6 “Lucifer Beyond Repair” crewed by 

Alex Savage moved up to 3rd.   

The boats finished after 2 laps with Woodcock 1st, Tyrrell 2nd and Mackley third. On 

handicap however Tyrrell moved up to 1st with Paul Armitage sailing B60 “Jane” 

crewed by Karen Armitage 2nd and Woodcock 3rd.  

The second race saw the six Norfolks compete for the Arthur Mann Trophy based on 

a sealed handicap. Sam Archer, now helming B20, led the start, but Armitage was to 

windward and took an early lead. Archer then pulled out an unassailable lead, pulling 

away to finish nearly 5 minutes ahead of Tyrrell followed in third place by Alex 

Savage now helming B6. On handicap Archer maintained 1st, Savage moved to 2nd 

ahead of Tyrrell in 3rd. After applying the sealed handicaps for the trophy, although 

closer, the results remained the same.
